	Responsive Classroom:

Program works on understanding the children developmentally, helping to pinpoint where they are at and how to move them forward. Responsive Classroom works on identifying and encouraging their intrinsic motivation, putting it back on students, making them take pride and ownership in what they are doing. 

Staff received 28 hours of training (4 seven hour days) over the summer.

Important areas of focus: Morning meeting, logical consequences, interactive modeling, consistency pieces (common signals). For example: one whistle means stop and listen, twice means rotate where you are, three means time to come in.

Responsive Classroom is off to a great start. It’s highly encouraged that the training is maintained and expanded throughout the district.
